Demographics

The district of Barrow-in-Furness has an area of 924km2 and is the smallest in the county. The area covered by the district is at the edge of the Furness peninsula. It juts into the Irish Sea, being north of Morecambe Bay and south of the Duddon Estuary.
In 2009 the estimated population was 70,900 people and Barrow-in-Furness had a density of 77 people per square kilometre.

The main towns in the district are Barrow-in-Furness, Dalton-in-Furness, Askam-in-Furness and Roose.

Barrow district has a working age population of 59.8% and the average house price is £107,387. Meanwhile the average household income is £28,274.

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Vulnerable Locality index

The Vulnerable Locality Index (VLI) score is calculated by combining the scores of the following 6 locality statistics:

- Burglary Dwelling – 2009/10 financial year
- Criminal Damage to a Dwelling – 2009/10 financial year
- Income Deprivation – from Indices of Multiple Deprivation 2007
- Employment Deprivation - from Indices of Multiple Deprivation 2007
- Education Statistics (those with less than 5 GCSE's) – from census 2001
- Demographic Statistics (those aged 15-24) – from census 2001

These datasets produce an overall index score, and it is suggested that an area with a score of over 200 requires priority attention.

Anti-Social Behaviour, including Youth Disorder

Introduction

This section looks at data in relation to Anti-Social Behaviour (ASB), including Youth Disorder. The majority of the data is provided by Cumbria Constabulary. Recent data is not currently available by the Home Office IQuanta system to compare Most Similar Groups.

Data

In Barrow, ASB accounted for 29.2% of all incidents in 2009/10 compared to 30% in 2008/09. Youth Disorder accounted for 8.9% of all incidents in 2009/10 compared to 10.2% in 2008/09. This equates to 31% of all ASB Incidents in 2009/10 compared to 35.6% in 2008/09.

Barrow has seen a year on year decrease in ASB, with 2009/10 being 7.7% lower than 2008/09.

When looking at the types of ASB Incidents recorded in 2009/10, the most prevalent was Rowdy/Inconsiderate behavior (5188 Incidents, 71.4%).

The three wards in Barrow with the highest level of ASB were Central (1787), Hindpool (1112) and Ormsgill (676).

2009/10 saw youth incidents reduce by 12.9% when compared to 2008/09. However 2008/09 was higher than 2007/08, therefore the overall decrease over the last 3 years has been 4.6%.

Rowdy/Inconsiderate Behavior (2238 Incidents, 90.7%) was the most prevalent category for youth disorder.

The three wards in Barrow with the highest level of youth ASB were Central (499), Hindpool (328) and Risedale (261).

Youth Disorder in Barrow looks set to decrease further, with the main peaks during the lighter months. 

Conclusions

In conclusion, ASB and Youth Disorder in Barrow has decreased over the last three financial years and this decrease looks set to continue.

Conclusions

In conclusion, Drug Offences in Barrow are below the MSG average

They are less than last years figure and on a downward trend. This should be monitored to ensure the trend does not continue and a proactive approach to tackling drug crime is maintained.

Also worth noting is the exceptionally low result in June. The figure for June is near the average for the year. The result is showing as exceptional due to the high number of offences that were reported in June 2008 (86). This is what is making the expected result for June much higher in the graph.

Introduction

This section looks at data in relation to Fire Incidents, which have been deliberately started. This differs substantially from Arson offences, which have been included in the Criminal Damage figures published earlier in this report. This is because the Police need a higher level of proof to establish that a fire legally constitutes arson, than the Fire Brigade needs to attribute a fire as having been deliberately started. The data is provided by the Cumbria Fire & Rescue Service.

In Barrow, deliberate Fire Incidents accounted for 66% of all Fires in 2009/10, compared to 56% in 2008/09.

The number of Deliberate Fires in Barrow has increased over the last 3 financial years. In 2008/09 there was a decrease of 21% (67 Incidents), followed by a 41% increase in 2009/10. This leads to an overall rise over the 3 years of 11.4%.

The three Wards in Barrow with the highest levels of Deliberate Fire Incidents in 2009/10 were Central (66), Walney North (56) and Roosecote (52).

Predictions 

The following predictions take into account the previous 3 years data. Historically, the volume of Deliberate Fire Incidents has been fairly constant, on a slight upward trend. It is likely that there will be a decrease this year, due to the high figure last year, with an increase in Incidents occurring in the Summer months.

Conclusions

In conclusion, deliberate Fire Incidents have been fairly constant. They should remain constant or continue to decrease over the next year.

Emergency Department (ED) and Ambulance Assault data  
Cumbria Data

This data covers the 3 year period January 2007 to December 2009. 

Over the three year period, a total 7,366 assault attendances were recorded at Cumbria EDs. Of these, 6,618 were residents of Cumbria. The number of ED assault attendances made by Cumbria residents decreased by 8% from 2,344 in 2007 to 2,145 in 2009.  

Between January 2007 and December 2009 the number of ambulance assault call outs in Cumbria increased by 5% from 1,132 in 2007 to 1,191 in 2009.
The vast majority of ED assault attendances by Cumbria residents occurred in a public place (68%) or the home (13%).  

Of all ambulance call outs 6% were for stab/gunshot incidents.
The majority of ED assault attendances by Cumbria residents occurred on Saturdays, Sundays and Mondays (61%) between the hours of 00:00 and 3:59 (41%). 
Most ambulance call outs for assaults occurred on Fridays, Saturdays and Sundays (65%) between the hours of 00:00 and 3:59 (48%).
The disposal of a patient gives an indication of the severity of the injuries sustained. Most ED assault attendees from Cumbria were discharged (52%), whilst 29% had a follow up/referral, and 9% were admitted to hospital.

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Safer Schools

Methodology

The following table shows a ranking of secondary schools in South Cumbria (please note this does not include independent schools). 

In order to calculate the ranking of each school, the level of crime was used as one of the indicators. In order to calculate the level of crime, 500 metre buffer zones were created around each school, and only the crimes within these zones were used. Offences committed by school children aged between 11-16, on school days and between the hours of 08:00 and 18:00 were counted. 

The following four indicators were also used to ascertain the safety ranking of each school:
Attainment - percentage of pupils obtaining 5+ A-C grades
