Background Information 

The area and conditions into which a child is born, have a major impact on health and wellbeing. Levels of disadvantage related to these conditions can be measured in terms of income, employment, health, housing, crime, education and environmental factors.
Data 

The Income Deprivation Affecting Children Index (IDACI) is a supplementary dataset produced alongside the IMD 2007.  This covers only children aged 0-15 years living in income deprived households – these are households in receipt of various government benefits.  The IDACI is the proportion of children 0-15 living in such households as a proportion of all children 0-15.
Cumbria 
In Cumbria there are over 15,000 (16%) children, under 16 years old, living in income deprived households.  This is lower than the national average of 21%.

Both Barrow-in-Furness and Copeland have a higher proportion of children living in income deprived households than the national average. There are approximately 3,000 children in poor households in each of Barrow-in-Furness, Copeland, Allerdale and Carlisle local authority areas. 

Small Areas in Cumbria
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Figure 1 shows the level of child poverty in small areas across Cumbria, according to national quintiles.  The areas in red have the highest concentration of child poverty with more than 37% of children living in low income households. Five thousand of the children living in low income households live in these areas. However it should be noted that a further 10,000 (70%) children living in low income households, live outside these areas.
