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Over 65 Influenza Vaccine Uptake
Theme 1: Services
Theme 2: Access
Background Information 

The flu vaccine is currently offered to those people who are most at risk from the serious complications of influenza infection: anyone who is aged 65 and over; people with certain long-term medical conditions (e.g. chronic respiratory and cardiac disease); health and social care professionals; and poultry workers.  This data covers vaccine uptake in the 65 and over population only.  
The latest Department of Health influenza uptake target was 70% in 2002 whilst the World Health Organization has set a target of 75% uptake for 2010.  
Data 
This data (taken from PRIMIS) represents the vaccine uptake rates by practice based commissioning in the population aged 65 years and over between September 2009 and January 2010.  
Cumbria 
The vaccine uptake rate in the population aged 65 and over for the period September 2009 - January 2010 for Cumbria overall was 74.5% - representing 73,703 people vaccinated.  
Districts within Cumbria 
Within Cumbria, uptake rates for the period stated ranged from 70.8% in Copeland to 75.8% in South Lakeland (Table 1).  No districts fell below the 70% national target, however Copeland came close.
